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a fire that rages out of control in the wilderness
often started by lightning, accidents, or arson
campers / civilians not taking proper precautions 
with campfires, cigarettes, etc.
often start without notice
they spread very fast, igniting forestry as well as 
homes
climate change and urban interference in 
wildlands has contributed greatly to this increase
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CAL FIRE responds to more than 5,750 wildfires that 
burn an average of over 265,000 acres each year
More than 890 people are without asylum from the 
NorCal fires, seeking refuge at 11 Red Cross and 
independent community shelters across northern 
California
 The current CA fires are mostly contained, exceptions 
include the Nurse, Niles and Sierra Fires
Fatalities have increased from 84 to 475 as more 
individuals are reported missing. 
Almost 14,000 homes have been destroyed.
The current challenge endured by firefighters is the 
removal of hazardous trees that are still standing but 
are dead or partially burned and likely to fall.

Ensure your Emergency Supply Kit is in your 
vehicle.
Cover-up to protect against heat and flying embers. 
Wear long pants, long sleeve shirt, heavy 
shoes/boots, cap, dry bandanna for face cover, 
goggles or glasses. 100% cotton is preferable.
Locate your pets and take them with you.
