Observatory Costs Estimates
o Access investigation (ADA) = $35k
o Design costs = $50k
o ADA improvements = $200k
o Telescopes and mounting = $250k
o Lighting improvements, lighting controls, 

automating observatory doors = $150k
o Abatement remediation and painting = $65k 

Total cost estimate is approx. $750,000



Measure C Funding Balance
