Finally, the Parliament heard today that Kaiser is making appointments again, and
that they expect to have the new Johnson & Johnson vaccine ready soon as well.

Dr. Elinor Gates to Speak at Astronomy Lecture Series

Dr. Elinor Gates, staff astronomer at the
Lick Observatory, will speak on March 10
at 7 p.m. as part of the Silicon Valley
Astronomy Lecture Series.

Lick, the first continuously inhabited
mountain-top observatory in the world,
has been doing ground-breaking research
since its opening in 1888. Thirty years
after Lick Observatory established itself as
a leader in astronomical research, the 1918 Spanish Flu pandemic hit the United
States. Research, while hampered by the conditions at the time, continued with
the dedicated efforts of notable astronomers of the day.

Dr. Gates will highlight the hot topics of research that were being done in 1918
and how the observatory persevered through the difficult conditions at the time.
